Jointly, the Southwest Michigan Cares Fund -
has raised just over $1 million. To date, grants of almost $600,000 f -«
have been made to local organizations for basic needs, utilities, L, -
rent and mortgage assistance. Grants continue to be made weekly
to support community needs.
